Information on the Program Items
Lecture 1: The Freedom Theatre/Jenin - Jonatan Stanczak (Sweden /Palestine)

Lecturer: Jonatan is the Operations Manager for The Freedom Theatre. 
Contents: The Freedom Theatre was built out of a coalition where everyone from actors, guerilla soldiers to health workers are included, a broad grassroots movement that uses primarily theatre and film to counteract isolation, oppression and hopelessness.
Youssef carried out a suicide attack, Nidal was shot in the clashes round Jenin’s refugee camp and Alaa became the leader for the resistance movement.  As children they were all participants in a little theatre group in Jenin’s refugee camp on the northern Westbank during the first Palestinian rebellion.  The Freedom Theatre now stands on these ruins and continues the fight against occupation.
Culture in the form of resistance, resistance in the form of art; freedom, health and creativity.  How these can be shaped by experience.  What does a cultural resistance look like and what is the objective and the consequence of an occupation?

Workshop 1: Acobatics – Ida Stenman (Sweden)

Leader: Ida Stenman is a circus artist trained in Spain and England.

She works at Drömmarnas Hus as a tutor and freelances as an artist.

Contents: To work with a circus is to make the impossible possible.

The goal for you as participants is to get that feeling and take with you exercises you can use in your own educational work.

You will learn the basics in pair acrobatics through trying different forms and pyramids.   There will be challenges for both beginners and for those who have had previous experience.

Forum Play 1: Breyta (Sweden)

Breyta is a Stockholm based forum theatre group that has produced performances about sexual harassment, culture clashes in school, alcohol, peer pressure and relationship problems when one is young.  Breyta is Icelandic and means change. 

Contents: Breyta will perform the forum theatre play Lika – Olika, developed for the School Development Authority. The reasons for discrimination in the Equal Rights Law are taken up ie insults, harassment and discrimination on the basis of:

1 Ethnic belonging, religion or other beliefs

2 Sexual orientation

3 Disabilities

4 Sex or sexual harassment

5 Other insulting treatment

Lecture 2: Malmö Högskola – Anneli Einarsson and Sofia Balic (Sweden)

Lecturers: Anneli Einarsson and Sofia Balic are teachers at Malmö Högskola

and drama students.
Contents: Aesthetic learning processes and interpretation.  If a drama teacher was given the task to bring alive a research report, how would they do it? 

We describe and show samples from an assignment we got from the Innovation and Development Unit at Malmö Högskola.
Workshop 2: NVC – Mattias Hildén (Sweden)

Leader: Mattias Hildén
Mattias is a qualified Drama Teacher. He has previously worked at the Friends Foundation.  He came into contact with NVC for the first time in 2003 and since this has studied further in Poland and in a 10 day IIT (International Intensive Training) in India amongst others.  Now Mattias holds courses in NVC.. 
Contents: NVC is an abbreviation of NonViolent Communication. NVC is both a frame of mind and a model for communication.  NVC encourages us to think, express ourselves and listen in a way that inspires compassion and contact.  By honestly expressing our own feelings and needs and to confirm that you have understood the feelings and needs of those you talk to, the risk for misunderstandings and conflicts are lessened and it makes it possible to find mutual solutions. 

Forum Play 2: DUET Teatret (Denmark)

A duet is a music piece for two, and also a dialogue. DUET  teatret stands for Dansk Udviklings- og ErhvervsTeater (Danish Development and Professional Theatre). The group describes themselves as a theatre and consultation company at the same time, a theatre that plays down the everyday by dramatizing it.  Their starting point is the Creative Person that in a stimulating work environment creates job satisfaction and good results.
Contents: DUET Teatret will preform the forum theatre play “Mobbning och ondska”. The play deals with majorities and adult bullying.  The play doesn’t directly focus on any set majorities or minorities.  Instead it focuses on the mechanisms that are found between people and love and evil’s many disguises.

The group has been inspires by Christian Jungersen’s book ”The Exception”.

Workshop 3: Physical Theatre – Liza Fry (Sweden)

Leader: Liza Fry is a actor/director.  Liza completed her acting training at Jaques le coq in Paris. Thereafter she worked as a freelance actor, but has lately worked as a movement instructor. And she is a director at Drömmarnas Hus.

Contents: Find your character on the basis of a physical expression. We work together using different techniques and test how the acquired characters integrate with each other.

Forum Play 3: teaterReAgera (Sweden)

teaterReAgera was formed in 1999 and is based in Malmö. 

The group combines artistic and educational work and works mainly with forum theatre. 
Contents: We get to see teaterReAgeras forum play “Siden, Trasa, Plump”, a forum play for children that in 2006 received 10,000kr from  
 Mårtens Fund.  The play is about loneliness and alienation. 

EXPLORATORY WORKSHOP: After the forum theatre performance teaterReAgera will lead an exploratory workshop on “Forum Theatre for Children”.

The participants will explore together how they can put on a forum theatre performance that is aimed at children, based on the plot in “Siden, Trasa, Plump”.

Contents: In the lecture he will describe his and his colleagues work with forum theatre in southern France.  The seminar will include film, presentation and dialogue.

Workshop 4: Hristina Mouratidou (Bosnia)

(the workshop is in English)

Leader: Hristina comes as a representative from the Centre for Drama Education of Bosnia & Herzegovina and she works with Mostar Youth Theatre with forum theatre. 

Contents: Hristina will talk about their work with forum theatre as well as hold a workshop based on one of the theatre’s forum plays and we will explore those exercises they use when meeting with the audience.

Forum Play 4: Sundsgården Folkhögskola (Sweden)

At Sundsgårdens Folkhögskola outside of Helsingborg there is a two year theatre course where the second year is focused on educational theatre training.
Contents: The theatre students will perform their play “En vit keps och ett rep”. 

The forum play is about an unhappy love story that has unexpected consequences for Sarah, a completely normal, wheelchair bound, high school girl.  Five youths fumble with understanding reality.  A tale about the weak standing up for themselves, the courage to dare, and of victims.

Lecture 5: Drömmarnas Hus – Lotta Lundgren (Sweden)

Lecturer: Lotta Lundgren is the Managing Director of Drömmarnas Hus.
Contentsl: Lotta tells about FRAMÅT ”Någon har bestämt att du ska vara människa” (”Someone as decided that you are going to be a person”) that is the biggest  största venture that Drömmarnas Hus has ever done. The project started in August 2006 and was completed in December 2007. The project is both the end of something big and the beginning of something even bigger. 
It is the end of Drömmarnas Hus three year culture venture in Malmö, but also the beginning of a regional venture where Drömmarnas Hus takes its first step out into the Skåne region.

Hear about how Drömmarnas Hus, through forum theatre and participation, created a manuscript, four magazines, a culture camp, a research report and a remarkable performance with five different municipalities in Skåne. 

Workshop 5: Carin Asplund 

Workshop on the theme: Information Theatre workshop 

Between the years 1982 – 1984 Carin was in Cape Verde and was from 1994 – 2007 working in Ethipoia and South Africa as a producer, director and theatre teacher. 

During the years in Ethiopia, Carin and her Ethiopian colleagues developed an Information Theatre which took up the problems in the community that touched on child and youth rights.
During her time in South Africa, Carin again had the benefit of working with Information Theatre with South African colleagues in a township outside of Port Elizabeth. 

Contents: Carin will work from the basic concept they carried out in their workshops.   Play, exercises, and improvisatons that build on cooperation. Observations, training and resourcing on own experience is used in order to create a sense of security and self-esteem in the group.
Forum Play 5: Sturegymnasiet in Halmstad 

Sturegymnasiet in Halmstad, Aesthetic program/theatre as well as teachers.  The students are in their final year of their theatre training and have through their project work become engrossed in gender identity. The starting point was the question: Who am I?  With a clear gender perspective.  The work has contained a research part where they have visited and asked questions of 5-7 years olds as well as teachers and parents.  
This work ended over three evenings where the students performed forum theatre with evaluation exercises as an introduction for an invited audience. 
Contents: Sturegymnasiet is coming to the festival to show the forum theatre performance  ”Högtidsstunden” –  a forum theatre play that is about the power of traditions and how our gender hinders us from broadening our habitual actions as people.   We get to ”drop in on” a family that is going to celebrate a typical Swedish feast.  The parents and children have great expectations about the time they have together, but nothing turns out as expected.  

MASK WORKSHOP: The play will be followed up by a mask workshop where we will create family masks out of paper and test if and how we can break these traditions – and the gender identities we all carry.
